Moses sent them to spy out the land of Canaan and said to them, ñGo up into the 

Negeb and go up into the hill country, 18 and see what the land is, and whether the 

people who dwell in it are strong or weak, whether they are few or many, 19 and 

whether the land that they dwell in is good or bad, and whether the cities that they 

dwell in are camps or strongholds, 20 and whether the land is rich or poor, and wheth-

er there are trees in it or not. Be of good courage and bring some of the fruit of the 

land.ò Now the time was the season of the first ripe grapes. So they went up and spied 

out the landé  - Numbers 13:1-2, 17-21a 

As we start a new year. We always think about what weôd like to change in our personal 

lives. Some people still make resolutions that THIS is the year they are going to quit a bad 

habit or start a good one.   

As your pastor, Iôm thinking about our ministry together at Zion. Itôs kind of like God tell-

ing Moses in Numbers 13 to send out spies into the land which He gave them. Check out 

the land, make a good assessment. Are the people strong or weak, are they many or few? Is 

the land good or bad, are there cities or camps? Are there trees or not?   

Your Zion leadership is discussing the mission and long-term ministry of Zion. In Parish 

Planning weôve been assessing and discussing the current ministry of Zion and how we are 

going to best move forward. Weôve been looking at what Zion does really well and what 

we need to improve upon. And most importantly, we are looking at practical steps to get us 

where we need to be.   

As this New Year begins, I want you to be praying and thinking about the ministry of Zi-

on. Pray and think about where weôve been and where youôd like to see Zion go. If youôre 

ready to talk now, give me a call, stop by my office or send me an email. Otherwise, weôll 

continue this discussion in Parish Planning, Votersô Meetings, and next monthôs newslet-

ter.

Iôm old enough to remember the 

days of a cash-based society when 

my parents were paid in cash on a 

weekly basis in their ñweekly pay 

envelope.ò My parents and others in 

their generation did not start out 

with credit cards or even checking 

accounts. They had shoeboxes for 

weekly bills and savings accounts for long-term needs. It made sense, then, 

for the church to provide boxes of weekly dollar-sized offering envelopes 

and to develop a whole system of stewardship encouragement based around 

the ñweekly pay envelope.ò  

Today, my grown children are paid by direct deposit into their checking 

account on a monthly or bi-weekly basis. They carry little cash and seldom 

write checks, choosing to make purchases by credit card and pay bills 

online or by electronic funds transfer (EFT). In fact, one of the few checks I 

think they write is a check to place in the dollar bill sized envelopes still 

provided by the church as the only recommended format for giving. 

Many congregations, in tune with the financial management changes of our 

culture and the rise of online giving, have been offering members and 

contributors the opportunity to contribute. Zion offers a free service for 

electronic giving to Zion.

In many cases they are, as a result, also not contributing as 

regularly. An electronic giving plan enables the member to contribute 

whether present or not, whether they remember or not. 

¶ The ñLate Adaptersò Have Adapted ï The older population that 

makes up the demographic of many of our congregations is often among 

the late adapters when it comes to the use of technology. In the case of 

Electronic Fund Transfers, online banking and bill paying, however, a good 

number of seniors are clearly aboard the acceptance curve. They get much 

of their income this way (Social Security, pensions, etc.) and know the 

convenience of shopping and bill paying as well.
